The Ministry of Foreign Affairs in St. George’s, Grenada, W.I. now has a new head of Protocol, in the person of Ms. Alice Thomas-Roberts. 
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Ms. Thomas-Roberts, a former Teacher, Public Servant and Senior Foreign Service Officer is no stranger to Protocol. She joined the Ministry in the late 1980s, and served in both the Protocol and Policy & Research Divisions. From 1992 – 1996, Mrs. Thomas-Roberts served concurrently as Head of the Policy & Research Division and as Chief of Protocol. 
Over the last several years, Mrs. Thomas-Roberts directed her own Consultancy providing Protocol Services and facilitating seminars, and personal coaching sessions on various aspects of Protocol and Etiquette. 
Mrs. Thomas-Roberts also served as Clerk of the Houses of Parliament, and has also worked in the private sector serving as Executive Director of the Grenada Hotel and Tourism Association. 
As the Chief of Protocol, Ms. Thomas-Roberts will direct and coordinate the activities of the Protocol and Consular Division of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, which will include the provision of protocol advice for State & Ceremonial Functions, provision of privileges, immunities and relevant courtesies to members of the Diplomatic and Consular Corps, and liaison with the regional and international community on matters related to Protocol. 
Ms. Thomas-Roberts is also the author of a series of books on protocol & etiquette and is a member of Protocol and Diplomacy International – Protocol Officers Association, (PDI-POA), an organisation which she believes has contributed significantly to her personal and professional development over the last several years. 
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
